Why the Massachusetts Gay & Lesbian Youth “Safe Schools” Programs and Funding 
Must Be Eliminated  (July 2006)
The “Safe Schools” programs lead children into an unhappy, dangerous world of unhealthy and even deadly sex, drugs, domestic abuse, mental illness or depression, and sometimes prostitution. Children are put in touch with activist adults in the GLBT world, some of whom are looking at them as potential sexual partners, and some of whom may be outright sexual predators. The psychologically and emotionally vulnerable children drawn in by these programs will then experience further dysfunction, as they participate in abnormal and unhealthy behaviors. From every medical and health aspect – up to and including the probability of becoming infected with AIDS – it is tragic, even criminal to lead a child into homosexuality, bisexuality, or transgenderism because he showed some degree of sexual confusion in adolescence.  

The basis for the “Safe Schools” programs is fraudulent. There is NO epidemic of “gay teen suicide”. While there is a problem with teen suicide in general, self-identified “gay” teens (reporting “considering” or “attempted” suicide) are likely already disturbed (coming from dysfunctional families, having a history of mental illness, etc.). There is no reliable research establishing “GLBT identity” of teens who have completed suicides. The surveys done by the Dept. of Education and GLSEN (Gay Lesbian & Straight Education Network) are flawed and self-serving, and only report “considered/attempted” suicide. Self-reporting by teens is very unreliable. Further, the whole idea of young people identifying as “GLBT” is questionable – especially when GLBT activists are urging them to label themselves in this way. (The originators of the Safe Schools programs admittedly framed the issue around suicide so that no one could object – or they’d be charged with favoring gay teen suicide!) The programs masquerade as “suicide prevention,” though no information is ever made available as to their exact mission, basis in valid research, professional competence of participants, or results. The agencies involved do not answer public requests for such information.
The “Governor’s Commission on Gay and Lesbian Youth” along with its counterparts in the Mass. Department of Education (DOE) and Department of Public Health, are responsible for or linked with:
· GSA homosexual clubs (Gay Straight Alliances) in our high schools. Teens can join without parental permission or knowledge, and are exposed to propaganda lectures, movies, and special events. The children are transported to “Youth Pride” which ends with the BAGLY queer/trans prom at Boston City Hall. They are encouraged to attend Boston Pride events. The clubs put on (with help from GLSEN) the “Day of Silence,” Ally Day, and other events in the schools. 
· Literature promoting “coming out” and student activism. See the Commission’s website, listing publications of the Commission, including: “OutRight: Your right to be.” 

· “Training sessions” (re-education/indoctrination sessions) for school administrators and teachers, given by DOE personnel, on how to fight “homophobia” and create “safe schools.” Speakers from radical organizations such as BAGLY, Planned Parenthood, and GLSEN, and PFLAG also have access to our schools through this program. Efforts have been underway for over a decade to introduce homosexual indoctrination into the curriculum at the earliest pre-school/elementary levels (as evidenced by the David Parker case in the Lexington kindergarten, over picture books promoting homosexual parenting). 
· GLSEN conferences (openly sponsored by the DOE in the past, now accessed by students through their GSA's) where students were exposed to graphic discussions of perverted and dangerous homosexual sex acts (fisting, etc.). Teachers – who can receive professional development credits from the state for attending -- are told how to introduce GLBT materials into all levels and subjects of the curriculum. Transsexuals speak about the glories of their “transition”, and the “fluid nature of their gender.” The Little Black Book was handed out to teens at the GLSEN Boston conference in 2005. It contained graphic encouragement to engage in homosexual sex practices, including fisting, rimming, and golden showers, and included a directory of homosexual hook-up bars (for anonymous sexual encounters).
· Fraudulent and arguably harmful school surveys focusing on sex, “sexual identity,” suicide, and drug use – usually given without parents’ knowledge or permission – are part of the “Safe Schools” program.
· Youth Pride (supposedly organized by the “Youth Committee” of the Governor’s Commission), which brings students from all over the state into Boston for a day of exposure to adult GLBT activists from such bizarre organizations as BAGLY (Boston Alliance of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender Youth, which promotes GLBT identity and sex-change information), PUMP (male sex workers), GenderCrash (transgender/transsexual “support group”), and the Lambda Car Club (“gay” antique car buffs). This amounts to state-sponsored endangerment of  children.
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
